“Have a Heart” 
Taught by LaRue Hughes and Connie Bartch 

(Adapted from Sandra Malone’s Pattern) 
 
Palette: 
Deco Art Americana: 
Avocado Dip   Poodleskirt Pink 
Crimson Tide   Raspberry 
Light Avocado   Warm White   
Plantation Pine   
 
Misc. Supplies: 
Small piece of window screen 
Old tooth brush for spattering 
Cosmetic sponge for stenciling 
LED  Tea Light 
*Glass Votive Light 
*Routed Round Wooden Base 
*We can get a discount on these and will bring them to the Feb. meeting. 
 
Brushes: 
Large for base coating 
Shader size 4, 8, 12, 
Script liner 10/0 
 
Note:  This is a very quick and easy design to finish.  After 
base coating it takes about an hour to paint.  Use only the  
battery operated tea lights with this project. 
 
Preparation:  Seal the cylinder with sealer, Let it dry.  Basecoat:  
 Pour out a puddle of Raspberry and a puddle of Poodleskirt Pink.  Using a large brush, pick up 
Raspberry and then Poodleskirt Pink Slip-slap across the surface base coating to get a mottling of pinks.  
I tried to keep it a little light in color by using a little more of the Poodleskirt Pink.  You will have fun if 
you pick the colors up separately also and slip slap it on.  Just try to keep a variation in pinks and not be 
concerned if it looks messy.  We’ll cover it with other techniques.  Repeat several coats for a good 
coverage if necessary. 
 
Design: 
Trace the design on.  Be careful the stems are straight up and down.  Sideload as large of a brush that 
you are comfortable with in Poodleskirt Pink.  Float this across the top left of each heart.  Repeat more 
than a couple of times if needed.  Sideload the same brush (clean) in Warm White and highlight the 
Poodleskirt Pink.  Repeat.  Clean your brush and sideload it in Raspberry (thin).  Float around the 
hearts on the right and just a little up the left side.  Wash the color out onto the background and fade it

away.  Repeat if needed.  When dry, repeat this step using Crimson Tide (thin) but don’t bring it out as 
far.  Repeat if you still need more contrast. 
 
The stroke line work on the right side of each heart is Warm White.  Using a piece of window screen, 
lay it on your design and dip the sponge or scruffy brush in Raspberry (Easy not too much paint).  Tap 
the color through the screen on  various places of the shading areas that fade out in background.  Do 
this again using Crimson Tide and keep it closer into the shading.  It’s okay to have some of this fall 
into the heart.  Tap Warm White over the upper left of each of the hearts, letting some of it come out 
onto the background. The heart strings or stems are Plantation Pine. 
 
Leaves: 
Use Avocado Dip, Light Avocado and Plantation Pine.  Dirty brush the leaves by loading and side 
loading in the various greens.  The line work and veins are Plantation Pine.  Now tap Warm white at the 
base of the hearts.  It’s good if some color gets into the heart, and a little over the leaves. 
 
Finishing: 
Spatter the background using the toothbrush and Warm White.  Easy does it!!  Finish with two coats of 
varnish. 
 
Set the votive on top add the battery operated light and enjoy!!
