I will not be at the May meeting but I 
will send samples with Dusti.  Supplies are simple 
and a list will be sent out later in the summer.  
 Don’t forget to wash your fabric and dry it without 
fabric softener.   You’ll need to iron it and mount it 
to a solid surface before the meeting.
