MAKE IT TAKE IT  
 
We always look forward to coming back together in 
September.  I think you will find this to be an 
enjoyable program.  Our project will teach us the 
use of watercolor pencils.  Various patterns will be 
preprinted on water color paper.  You will have a 
choice of bookmarker, gift tag, note card 
embellishment or Artist Trading Card.   
 
The pencils and watercolor paper will be supplied.  
All you will need to bring is a round brush (Size 2-
8), water container and some paper towels.  Your 
brush can be the one you use for acrylic or water 
color.  The brush should come to a nice point when 
wet.  The project pieces are small, but you will need 
something larger than a liner.  
 
If you don’t have the necessary brush, you may 
order one at the May meeting and Beth will deliver 
at the September meeting.                 Louise Smith 
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Summer is just around the corner and 
come July 12 you can meet up with 
paint friends you haven’t seen for  
awhile and enjoy a day of painting, 
socializing and of course lunch.  This is 
a simple, do-as-much-as-you-want 
project.  There are different layers and 
you made do as many or as few as you 
choose.  I painted on a 12 x 12 canvas 
purchased at Big Lots for $5.  You may 
paint on any surface you would like and 
can reduce the pattern to fit.  I used a 
Delta background stencil which I will 
bring, but you may have one you prefer 
to use.  A fern stencil would look great.  
I will supply the white watercolor paper 

but I will let you choose 2 sheets of 
decorative or scrapbook paper so that 
you may coordinate it with your choice 
of background paper.  If you would like 
to basecoat before you come you may do 
that also but we will be texturing the 
background before we put the pattern on. 
 
There is no cost for the day but I do need 
to have you sign up by June 20 for lunch 
count.  We will meet from 9:30 until 
approx. 4:00.  You may sign up at the 
May meeting, call me at 817-447-8002 
or email me at Mjung17@gmail.com.
