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APRIL PROGRAM 
A Gift for A Special Lady - Hankie and Card 

 
 I have done the hankies without fabric medium and have washed them; the color stays on and is soft. SO, it is 
important  to understand that you have only one shot at this. And we will practice a bit. It is simple and quick 
with a minimal amount of paint.  Just slow down and no heavy hands with the paint and you'll be fine. The trick 
is to have the right amount of paint loaded on your brush so it doesn't spread all over. And believe me it will. 
Painting on fabric is a little different than card stock. I will have 36 sets of cards and hankies for $1.50.  You 
can purchase your own hankie size 12 X12 or smaller. Just remember to wash once to get the sizing out, dry, 
then iron freezer paper, shiny side on fabric, the size of the hankie. I bought sample ones at the thrift store and 
washed with borax to whiten. This helped get the feel of the fabric. 
 
Palette: 
Decoart paint colors or your choice of brand that have the same values. 
Leaves: Hauser Med. or Avocado 
            Hauser Light 
 
Petals: True Red or Napa Red 
           Light Buttermilk 
           Bubblegum Pink 
           Cadmium Orange 
or two colors that have a med and dark value. No White, it will not show 
 
Centers: True Ochre and Burnt Sienna 
 
OPTIONAL: color for background on card. Light blue for a wash.  
 
Brushes: Liner 10/0, 1/4 angle or no. 6 flat shadow  
              ( I like the angle best for leaves) 
 
Supplies: 
Hankie with freezer paper ironed on as backing. Blank card with envelope. 
Normal painting supplies and paper to practice on. Watercolor will work or copy paper. 
A surface for blending colors. Don't frown, we will barely use the "F" word.... floating.  
Someone asked if this can be done in colored pencil. Yes, But I'm not bringing any.
