A Note from Mary Jo

I am currently involved in a project at the YWCA
of Ft. Worth for the women of the Supportive
Living Program. This program is to help women
who are getting their lives back in order after
something heartbreaking has caused them to 'start
over'. Many of these women have left their homes
and lives as they once knew them and are in a
program that will put them back in society as
strong self-supporting women. When these
women are accepted into the program they are
given a room at the YWCA. While the building
itself is a beautiful part of Ft. Worth's archited,

the women's rooms are very bare and colorless.
Our mission is to fix each room so these women
feel that someone cares that that they are worthy
of something beautiful in their lives. In our
excitement we took on four rooms to start and
soon realized that although we have the time to do
this, funding is a big part and we will need some
help to fully make a home of each of the 18
rooms.

For each room we need twin size comforters,
sheets and pillowcases, towels, wash clothes, rugs,
lamps, small chairs, framed art, bed and/or
decorative pillows and window treatments. Our
goal is to complete all the rooms and as women
move on we will replace sheets, pillows and
towels. If you have any of these items you would
like to donate, all that we ask is that the sheets,
bed pillows and towels be new. Any other items
can be used and we would be happy to pick them
up. It has been a blessing to us to be able to help
these women. | will have pictures and more
information at the meeting but if you would like
to contact me before then please do so and | will
call or email you.

meantime life goes on at the Y and any and all
help is appreciated.
