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September Project – Make-it Take-It

It’s time again for the Make It Take It project .  We are going to do a technique that is ‘never fail’ and 
something that will have you making gifts in no time. 
 
Following is the list of items for you to bring.  You may not have some of the stamps or stencils but I will bring 
what I have.  It will just be easier if we don’t all have to share my small collection.  Surface will be provided. 
 
-3 or 4 paints: a cream, a dark brown, a medium subtle color  such as celery green, marigold, or a medium 
brown. I’ll have some and it will take very little paint. 
-Metallic paint (I use gold) 
-Flat brush (3/4” or 1”) 
-Small round brushes 
-2 1” foam brushes 
-Mod Podge or equivalent 
-Small rubber stamps and stencils-designs should be approximately 2” or smaller and of a design such as a fleur 
de leis, leaf, or pattern. 
-Spatter brush or your choice 
-Paper towels, water container 
 
There is no need to buy anything extra; we’ll have plenty to share.  This project is so easy that we will be able 
to visit while working on these and you will go home with a finished project!  I promise!!
